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SYNOPSIS
In the town of La Elvira, Cauca, in august of 2017, a group of 50 gue-
rrillas, in the process of laying down their weapons, wrote, produced 
and acted in their own stories.

The result of this audiovisual artistic exercise is this feature film, com-
posed by 5 stories, which tells the experiences of war combatants and 
their transitions to a life without weapons.

This feature film composes a vision of the conflict, told by those who 
have suffered it.

It’s the first time the war in Colombia has been told in this way.

William lives with his sick mother in a humble house in the 
countryside. The situation is unsustainable, there is no chance 
to get a job or make money.

Fredy lives with his mother and his sister in the countryside. His 
brother joined the guerrillas 6 years ago. His mother and sister 
are being killed by paramilitaries and Freddy starts seeking re-
venge.



Karla and Eliana are two friends who are about to lay down 
weapons. However, they start to have doubts when they obser-
ve the murdering of social leaders and ex combatants.

Vanesa is a humble young girl of the countryside 
who dreams of becoming a nurse. The army kills 
her beloved brothers. She joins the guerrillas to 
make her dream come true.

Jerson is in the town of La Elvira.At a party, he meets An-
gie, his best freind’s sister. It’s love at first sight. However, 
obstacles are put in their way.
